Making a Presentation on your Lightning Trip
 

 

Why make a presentation:
Short-term workers reporting on their global trips to their chvrches is an ancient practice. 

“They sailed back to Antioch, where they had been committed to the grace of G0d for the work they had now completed. On arriving there, they gathered the church together and reported all that G0d had done through them and how he had opened the door of faith to the Gentiles.” (Acts 14:26, 27) 
Friends and family have prayed for you and some may have given in practical or financial ways. They deserve to hear how God answered their prayers and what God did with their investment. 

You have been given a great privilege if your ABF has allotted time to their Goers to share. If there are 24 people in the ABF listening for 15 minutes, that is 6 hours of time they are giving to you. ABF teachers spend many hours preparing their lessons. So as a Goer you need to invest time planning what you will say. 
How to plan the presentation:
Your Trip Leader will facilitate the presentation, like an emcee. The emcee is responsible to plan it and assign who talks when and about what. He or she puts the pictures in order and make sure they are shown at the right time, etc. The emcee is a lot like the director of a film - you have a great story, now you need to tell the story well. 

a. Remember the things you processed during the debrief time of your trip (http://www.gocasas.com/training-tripleader.doc#Debriefing). 

b. Many things happened in the one or two days you were on your trip, but you only have a few minutes to communicate them. Don’t be distracted by communicating things unrelated to the purpose of your trip – awkward cultural moments, travel annoyances, etc. Your mind tends to drift to these things. You don’t want to leave your audience with a negative picture of your destination.

Instead, ask yourself – what do I want those who prayed for me and invested in me to think of when they think of my trip? Hint:  it probably has something to do with God. People want to know:  “Did my prayers and my gifts help you achieve the purpose God set before you?” 

c. Key questions to get you thinking: 

(a)   What was the most eye opening part of the trip for you? 
(b)   When did you sense G0d stretching you the most? 
(c)   How have you come to understand missionary work in a new light as a result of this trip? 
(d)   Would you be willing to come and live here for a year or two? Why or why not? 
(e)   Are there people in your Blble Fell0wship class that you think should be part of a trip like this? Do they have skills that could aid the global worker’s strategy? Would the trip be a good spiritual growth experience for them?
d. Stories – Use the above questions to lead you to four or five of the best, most moving stories. Write them down. 
How to structure the report:
Structure the presentation around five of these stories, and then pull in a picture or two for each story. Do not structure the presentation around the pictures. 

Before you start - Pray before you go into the room. Then be excited about what G0d did on your trip, and what He will do during your report!
b. Introduction 
(1) Give some very short specific bullet points - where, when, what, why - purpose of team, members of team, location of ministry, who you served with. (For example:  

“Six people from our Blble Fell0wship went 
…two weekends ago 
. ..to Rocky Point 
…to prepare the way for our Casas high school students’ short-term trip. 
We went house-to-house inviting families to the kids’ club 

…and we power-washed the iron fence around the school where our students were going to paint. 
Michael, Jennifer, Jeanette, Chris, Patricia, and I went. 
We worked with Casas Global Worker Roberto’s team. 
All of our effort and the efforts of our high schoolers are going to help his team start a new chvrch in this city.”) 
(2) Give comparisons (For example, “The city we went to was about the size of Tucson, etc.”).  
(3) Explain how your Blble Fell0wship took a role in your trip through commissioning, providing prayer, emotional, logistical, communication, and re-entry support.
(4) Describe how your ABF members’ gifts to Casas Global Outreach helped you go on your trip. i.e.: insurance, gas, Roberto and his team’s salaries.  
c. Heart- Most of the time should be spent on the relational incidents and what-you-saw-G0d-do incidents
(1) Stories - Pick five stories, and help the team format them into stories (intro the characters, conflict, resolution of conflict, and tie up loose ends) add details in character development and creation of conflict you want people to feel the emotions you felt and imagine the scene that you saw.
(2) Pictures - Only show those pictures that relate to the stories no more, no less and do not comment on the pictures since the story explains them. The pictures add to the story not the other way around. Eliminate what you don’t need such as city shots or unnecessary shots of yourself or the people you especially liked that have nothing to do with the story you are telling. Avoid the phrase, “and in this next picture…”  A general rule of thumb is to have about one picture per minute; 30 pictures total. 
(3) Each member - Have 2-4 team members share for 60 seconds each (with a timer) on the most meaningful part of the trip for them. This is the bullet point for them, the take away lesson. What it did in them, how this moment has and will change their life. For example, "At that moment I realized we are probably the only Christ followers out of all of these people.”
(4) Vision - Emcee shares why it is so important for our ABFs to join G0d in this country. This is the part where you share your passion and allow G0d to use your words and heart to touch the hearts of those who hear you.
