Talking Team
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At each house, re-divide the group into two parts (talking team and praying team). Rotate so everyone has a chance to talk and pray. The talking team is the interpreter plus about 2 others (maybe one male and one female, including a Mexican believer if there is one). The praying team is the rest of the group (but at least 2). The interpreter is the leader of each group and may need to adapt these guidelines.

· A Mexican believer or interpreter may briefly greet the home first, but then a Casas group member (not interpreter) speaks the rest. 

· Say in English (with the interpreter saying it in Spanish):

· (Good morning,) We come on behalf of ____________ Church. 

· God has blessed us, and we want to share some with you (give bag) 

· We would like to pray for you and your home today. Is that ok? 

· Share for 30 seconds, “God answered my prayer once. [Then tell how God answered your prayer in a moment of failure, pain, or struggle. This should lean toward the authentic, not the spectacular. Even how God gave you strength and comfort to face a difficult situation that he did not take away.”]  
· So how can we pray for you and your home today? (if they don’t know what to say for prayer requests, suggest work and health)

· Give them the paper invitation to Vacation Bible School next Thursday and Friday. 

· At the end the Mexican believer or interpreter may wish to say good-bye. 
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Intercessor team
At each house, re-divide the group into two parts (talking team and praying team). Rotate so everyone has a chance to talk and pray. The talking team is the interpreter plus about 2 others (maybe one male and one female, including a Mexican believer if there is one). The praying team is the rest of the group (but at least 2). The interpreter is the leader of each group and may need to adapt these guidelines.

· Pray out loud, but not loudly.

· Imagine what God wants to happen in that neighborhood/home and ask Him for it. 

· Restate relevant Scriptures out loud. 

· Address the Father, rebuke the enemy, bless the people.   

· Pray for God’s glory in this neighborhood. 

· Pray for God to liberate the oppressed. 

· Pray for forgiveness and reconciliation within families and between people and God.

· Pray for God to release his power and lead us today and the Casas youth next week, and any other believers throughout the year.

· Ask him to bring children to the VBS next week and draw them and their families to become Christ-followers. 

Equipo de Hablar

En cada casa, re-dividen el grupo en dos partes (equipo de hablar y equipo de intercesión). Tomen turnos para que todos tengan la oportunidad de hablar y orar. El equipo de hablar es el intérprete mas aproximadamente 2 otros (tal vez un hombre y una mujer, incluyendo un creyente mexicano si hay). El equipo de intercesión es el resto del grupo (pero por lo menos 2). El intérprete es el líder de cada grupo y puede que necesite adaptar estas pautas.

· Tal vez un creyente mexicano o intérprete quisiera saludar el hogar brevente al principio, pero luego un miembro del grupo de Casas (no el intérprete) habla lo demás. 
· Diga en ingles (con el intérprete diciendo en español): 

· Buenos días. Venimos de parte de _______________ iglesia.

· Dios nos ha bendecido, y quisiéramos compartir alguno con usted (dale la dispensa).

· Quisiéramos orar por usted y su hogar hoy. ¿Está bien? 
· Comparte por 30 segundos, “Una vez Dios contestó mi oración. [Luego diga cómo Dios contestó su oración en un momento de fracaso, dolor, o lucha. Esto debe tender hacia lo autentico, no lo espectacular. Aun cómo Dios le dio la fuerza y consolación para enfrentar una situación difícil que el no quitó.]
· Entonces, ¿Cómo podemos orar por usted y su hogar hoy? (Si no saben que decir, sugiere el trabajo y la salud de la familia)
· Luego dales la invitación en papel al “club de niños” el jueves y viernes que entra.

· Al final, el creyente mexicano o el intérprete tal vez quisiera despedirse. 

Equipo de Intercesión

En cada casa, re-dividen el grupo en dos partes (equipo de hablar y equipo de intercesión). Tomen turnos para que todos tengan la oportunidad de hablar y orar. El equipo de hablar es el intérprete mas aproximadamente 2 otros (tal vez un hombre y una mujer, incluyendo un creyente mexicano si hay). El equipo de intercesión es el resto del grupo (pero por lo menos 2). El intérprete es el líder de cada grupo y puede que necesite adaptar estas pautas.

· Oren en voz alta, pero no en voz fuerte. 

· Imagina lo que Dios quisiera que pase en esa colonia/hogar y pídeselo.

· Declara escrituras relevantes en voz alta.

· Habla al Padre, reprende el enemigo, bendice la gente.

· Ora por la gloria de Dios en esta colonia.
· Ora que Dios libere los oprimidos.

· Ora por el perdón y la reconciliación dentro de las familias y entre las familias y Dios. 

· Ora que Dios suelte su poder y nos dirija hoy y con los jóvenes de Casas la semana que entra, y cualquier otro creyente a través del año.

· Pídele que traiga niños al club de niños la semana que entra y que les acerque a ellos y sus familias a llegar a ser seguidores de Cristo.
Prayerwalking
How to prepare to prayerwalk 
· prepare your heart,  confess your sins,  leave your pressures with God,  
· ask him to show you needs
· forgive anyone you may be holding something against,  go in pairs or triplets 
· divide the territory, return at the right time
 
How to pray when prayerwalking 
· Keep your eyes open:  see what you’re looking at.  (For sale signs, land values, poverty, anger. . .)
· Imagine what God wants to see happen in that school and church, and ask Him for it.  
· Don’t strain for a sudden revelation out of the sky.  
· Pause and listen for God’s whispered cues once in a while.  
· Pray out loud, but you don’t need passionate feelings to float your prayers.  
· Keep each prayer short so others can pray with you.  Squeeze a few topics together.  
· It's OK to pause to discuss.  
· If the experience is overwhelming just pray for those God directs you to.  
· Don’t dig for high drama if it’s not there, but expect God to act.   
· Share with what God has said to you with others.
 
Sample prayerwalking prayer 
Father, in the name of Jesus, I pray for this neighborhood and this school. I pray that you will use the students of Casas and the people of the church here to bring your light here. Let the children and their parents feel your love through the service project, the Vacation Bible School, and the Kids’ Day. Let them hear your message and want to follow you. You are rightfully sovereign over this place and these people. You tell us that You have loved them before the foundation of the world.  You say You want all people to be know you and to come to the knowledge of the truth.  
 
You tell us that Jesus died for their sins once for all.  You warn that the god of this age has blinded the minds of unbelievers so that they cannot see the light of the Gospel. But You assure us that the one who is in us is greater than the one who is in the world.  
I ask You to prepare the hearts of the children and their parents who will be receptive to Jesus. I pray that the Holy Spirit will do His work of convincing these people to believe in Jesus. I ask that that Your word will do its work and not return void.  I ask Jesus to do His work of drawing these people to Himself and including them in a new church to be born here. Prepare the hearts of the believers who will be part of the church and the students of Casas to be filled with your love and graciousness.
